 Wellness at Wayside. 

 

In 1973, Horatio G. Spafford wrote the hymn ñWhen 

Peace Like a River Attendeth.ò  While the title may 

not be familiar (itôs #401 in our red hymnal), the     

refrain repeats, ñIt is well, it is well, with my soul, 

with my soul.  It is well, it is well with my soul.ò  It   

is a hymn about redemption and peace.  ñThough      

trials should come, when sorrows like the sea billows rolléIt is well, it is well 

with my soul.ò  Mr. Spafford correctly identified that life is tough.  The life of     

a disciple of Christ is not exempt from sorrow or grief or pain.  The promise of 

God to forgive and redeem humanity through Christ brings us comfort; hence,    

it is well with our soul! 

There is another kind of wellness for us to consider ï not just the state   

of our soul but our mind and body too.  In Matthewôs gospel, Jesus says,  ñYou 

shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with 

all your mind.  This is the greatest and first commandmentò .  (Mt. 22.37-39).  

Mark and Lukeôs gospels include loving God ñwith all your strengthò (Mk. 

12.31 and Lk 10.27).  We love in response to Godôs loving us.  We donôt love 

just God, but others too (ñand the second commandment is like the first, óLove 

your neighbor as yourself.ôò)  Our response to God is holistic ï heart, mind, soul, 

strength.  We need to seek wellness in those same aspects of our lives.  What 

does it mean to be well in heart, mind, soul and strength?  What must happen 

before we sing, ñIt is well, it is well with my heart - or mind - or strengthò?  A 

holistic response to God includes wellness in every part of our life. 

Wayside is invited to seek wellness in 2011.  More than a New Yearôs 

resolution, our efforts are a communal response to the love of God.  Godôs love 

is poured out without measure.  It is bountiful, full and never-ending.  Seeking 

wellness, individually and communally, is loving God with our whole being.     

So what needs to happen for you to be truly well?  We cannot change other    

people so we must begin with ourselves.  Classes will be presented for you to 

participate in being well at Wayside. 

Seeking wellness is not one more thing you must do.  It is not a burden.  

It is more like growing wings.  First, they sprout.  Maybe they are uncomfortable 

or awkward, but we learn to use them (including trial flights and many falls).  

Then we take flight, and soon we are soaring.  Wellness at Wayside is growing 

in God. 

Future opportunities for growing well include an upcoming class on the 

Enneagram and a class on Wellness during Lent.  Watch the Waysider for more 

wellness opportunities.
